Extended Care & Summer Day Camp offer more opportunities for full day care before & after
school as well as during the summer months......

Extended Care: 6:00am — 6:00pm

Before and after school care is available for children ages nursery through 14 yrs. old. Extended
care is open 5 days a week, year round, closing only for major holidays or inclement weather.

Children participate in various activities including crafts, computers, singing, story time, games
and outside activities. Homework Club is available for Elementary students M-Th from 3:15-
4:00pm. Snacks, donated by parents, are available. Children enjoy spending time with our
energetic Extended Care staff. Costs may vary according to your Extended Care contract
agreement. Contracted EC rate is $6.00/hr, and for usage above and beyond those contracted
hours, the EC rate is $10.00/hr. See pink Fee Schedule for more details.

Preschool Extended Care
Children, with a signed Extended Care Agreement on file, are welcome to stay for lunch and participate in our
Extended Care program. Children bring packed lunches from home and microwaves are available for heat-ups.
Lunches are also delivered to the school and available for purchase through monthly order forms. Beverages
are available for purchase daily.
